18th birthday (from 2015). This does not mean that they will have to stay on in the 

same school if that isnõt the best option for them ðthey could:

Continue full -time education at 6th form or a further education college

Apply for an Apprenticeship or Traineeship

Opt for full -time employment or volunteering combined with part -time education 

or training .
